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CURRICULUM

Children learn best through play. Both self initiated and adult guided play is used to help children leam in
our childcare. This helps them to retain what they have learned throughout their lifetime.

We are set up into interest centers that provide for the active engagement of children in their learning.

The children learn through exploring new ideas and concepts. We keep toys and materials within their easy
reach and give them the opportunities to explore and experiment with them. The littlest ones are kept away
from small objects that could harm them, but all of the paint, glue, glitter, etc. are all non-toxic and
washable so they are encouraged to create with color and a variety of mediums. They decide what color,
what medium, where on the page or even if it will go onto a page, when creating art. Children are given
many opportunities to make choices throughout their day.
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The children work together as a whole group, sometimes in small groups, and when they wish alone time,
they are given the opportunity to do so, for short periods of time.

1 incorporate developmental learning curriculum into our daily activities to prepare the children for a
successful life, and the joy of learning. Each month we incorporate a different theme. Many of our
activities include (stories, crafts, music, games, puzzles, etc.)
